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Time Travel Through Teacher Training

 consider myself fortunate to have a three-Igeneration link with Titus II. 

My first and early image of Titus II Teachers 

College was through my mother, an alumna 

of the institution. Smt. K. T. Kunjannamma, as 

was her maiden name, was a teacher at St 

Mary’s School, Niranam. In those days, there 

was the provision for school teachers to join 

B Ed as an ‘in-service programme’, bringing 

them more exposure, and of course better 

career prospects such as promotion from 

Primary/ Middle School to High School. Thus 

Amma became a Titus student in the 1960 – 

61 batch. Stories-enlightening as well as 

hilarious- of teachers, teaching practice, 

sports and games and lots more linked my 

childhood to a somewhat magic world which 

appeared to be a  ‘happening place’.

Happening place it was, as I could realise 

when I became a student of Titus II in 1992, 

for the then one-year B Ed. I was not much 

enthusiastic, I confess! We, a handful of 

students who had been together for our 

postgrad studies, came together for the 

“Teaching of English” optional. And we just 

rocked! We were critical and skeptical about 

many things, and was not much tolerant 

about the many practices and principles. But 

it was a time of slow moulding. Even now, as a 

teacher with two decades and more of 

teaching experience, when I need to wipe 

something off the blackboard,I hear the 

voice of my Titus II teachers behind me: 

“Jacob, use the duster!”.

The third generation in my list is my bunch of 

students, who’ve taken up B Ed. Through 

them, I try to keep abreast with the 

‘happening place’ – for, the many stories and 

episodes assure me that Titus II remains to be 

so!

Memories

Of course, this is not a eulogy to Titus II. 

Rather, I wish to register some changes and 

modifications that have come to the 

pedagogic training scene, seen through the 

eyes of a person who was part of the system 

some time back, armed with anecdotes of a 

more senior person, and inspired by the 

narrated experiences of a later generation. 

Matters have changed! As I understand, my 

mother was trained to teach two subjects: 

Social Science, and English. She was a 

History graduate. B Ed helped her to master 

nuances of English language, and I’ve 

realised her grip and grasp of English 

grammar (though in a painful way) when she 

would sit with me for long hours to drill in 

the ‘structure’ and rules of the language. The 

policy of education by the state then was 

that a teacher should teach two subjects; 

and this lady could do History and English 

with ease. But then at some point down the 

road, policies changed, and B Ed was a one-

optional programme. But, government 

policies did not change! Hence, for a long 

time, teachers who had no training in 

teaching English had to do it at schools. I 

believe that this has contributed for the 

water-downing in the quality of English in 

our state. 

Another change was the shift from the one-

year annual programme to the two-year 

semester situation. I do have reservations 

about this, considering that this shift is not 

met with adequate policy changes. Not to be 

an added burden on the government coffers 

perhaps, the number of student intake was 

cut to almost half, so that the show can be 

managed without taking in more teachers. 

However, this change has its benefits. The 

one-month duration teaching practice of out 

times is now modified into two spells – the 

month-long Induction in Semester 1, and the 

four-month Internship in Semester 3. This 

helps a teacher trainee in a better way, to be 

part of the school environment for almost 

half of an academic year, and associate with 

many factors that go in to school 

administration and management. 

The changes that have come to the 

pedagogic approach to technology in the 

current pattern are a marvel to us, the old-

timers. We came in at a time when gadgets 

were mostly show-pieces, beyond reach in 

the normal classroom. The Over Head 

Projector was the most sacred thing. And 

about the glass slides we prepared, they 

never seemed to be of any use in any one 

classroom. The teacher trainee of the 

present day needs no introduction to 

technology. Rather, it is the task and burden 

of their teachers to orient them in better 

ways on how to bring in stuff where they are 

e x p e r t s  i n t o  p ra c t i c a l  c l a s s ro o m  

applications. The challenge to make it 
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relevant lies additionally in the fact that the 

school students too are advanced in the use 

of technology. So, there is little room for 

surprises or enchantments. From a time 

when you could hold a school classroom 

enchanted with just the presence of the OHP 

and the projection of one transparency, the 

learner of today needs real content 

delivered with meaningful charm so as to be 

inspired with technology. 

Gone are the days when hierarchy and 

pecking order ruled the day. There was a 

time when, in schools especially, the teacher 

was the boss, and students were mostly 

humble citizens, obedient to the call. 

Behaviour patterns outside conventional 

norms invited labels such as ‘deviant’ or 

‘problem child’. I feel that the teacher 

trainees of the current times too must have 

gone through a phase of such attitudes in 

their school days. But today, the call is to 

respect differences and pay heed to 

opinions. Every student, like any citizen, has 

the right to be heard. A teacher has to be 

careful in criticism and also in ways and 

manners of handing out punishments 

(‘negative reinforcement’, to use a better, 

euphemistic term!). At times, this takes 

matters a bit too far: child centric/ child 

friendly approaches are at times not 

congenial in building up the spirit of 

challenge or courage to face obstacles. But 

still, taking into consideration of the many 

minds scarred through the attitudes and 

approaches of teachers (especially of a 

bygone era), it is good that the teacher of 

today is trained to be more sensitive and 

composed, alert to the norms of the existing 

society. 

Generations come and go. But Titus II 

remains as a model and sample for what a 

teacher education institution needs to be: a 

shrine where individuals are inspired to aim 

high in the act of teaching, where batches are 

moulded to be transforming forces in the 

society, and where student forces are 

triggered to become representatives of a 

profession without parallels. rr

1. Coco-Cola has a pH value of  about 3.2 
which means it’s acidic.

Catalysts are not 
part of  the reaction and are used to 
change the energy required for reactions 
to occur.

7. We can keep fruits from browning by 
spritzing a little lemon juice on it. The 
vitamin C and citric acid in lemon juice 
slows the oxidation reaction so the fruit 
browns more slowly.

8. Salting is an oldest method to preserve 
food. It helps to control the growth of  
fungus and micro organism in food

storage. It is mainly used in preperation 
if  pickle of  raw mango, lemon, chilly 
etc. The antimicrobial activity of  
common salt, is due to osmosis, a cell 
looses water,  dies or remains dormant.

9. Milk contains hundreds of  protein of  
which casein is the main type. The milk 
proteins form micelles. These micelles  
scatters light, causing milk to appear 
white in colour.

10. The content of  popcorn kernels is about 
14% water. When the kernel are heated 
this turns into water vapour at water’s 
boiling point However it is trapped by 
the kernel’s shell until the pressure 
builds  erough to crack through. The 
pop is due to the escape of  this 
pressurised water vapour rather than 
the cracking of  the kernels shell. The 
molten starch burst’s through the shell 
then rapidly cools, giving popcorn its 
fluffy appearance.

Dr. Philipose Mar Chrysostom 
Mar Thoma Metropolitan
Dr. Philipose Mar Chrysostom Mar Thoma 
Metropolitan, whom we fondly remember as a 
bishop with kind heart and golden tongue, 
served as the Metropolitan of the Malankara 
Mar Thoma Syrian Church from 1999-2007, and 
Metropolitan Emeritus from 2007 until his 
death. He was regarded as the world’s longest 
serving bishop who served the Church for about 
68 years. 

Born on April 27, 1918 in Adangappurath Kalamannil, a family of priestly tradition, as the son of Very 
Rev. K.E. Oommen Kassessa, Vicar General of the Mar Thoma Church and Sosamma of Nadukkeveetil 
family, Karthikappally, he inherited the missionary zeal from his father. He was known as Dharmistan 
at home. Mar Chrysostom had his early education from Kozhenchery High School and St. John’s High 
School, Eraviperoor. After graduating from Union Christian College, Alwaye, he became a member of 
the Ankola Ashram in 1940. He joined the United Theological College, Bengaluru in 1943 for his 
priesthood studies and was ordained as Deacon of the Church in 1944. Nine years later, in 1953, he 
was consecrated as bishop. Going steadily up the hierarchy of the Mar Thoma Church in the 
subsequent years, Mar Chrysostom was chosen as Suffragan Metropolitan in 1978. He was designated 
as the Officiating Metropolitan of the Church later in March 1999 and was installed as the 20th 
Metropolitan of Malankara Mar Thoma Syrian Church on October 23, 1999. He voluntarily stepped 
down from the post in 2007. He was called to Eternity on May 5, 2021. 

His spiritual leadership and noble vision was a great blessing for the Church as well as society. He 
played a pivotal role in widening the mission activities of the Church by visiting the parishes, Ashrams 
and mission centres inside and outside Kerala, thereby giving fellowship and spiritual leadership to the 
workers there. He paid special attention to the spiritual nourishment of youth as well. He was well-
known for his wit, humour sense and warm friendship he maintained with people cutting across 
religions. A pleasant attitude and a unique style of speaking, replete with humorous statements, made 
him appealing to the common people. He had touched millions with his religiosity, compassion and 
service, especially to the needy and downtrodden. He is credited with formulating and implementing 
projects to improve the social, economic and cultural condition of the backward people in India. An 
outstanding bishop with a genuine humanitarian outlook and global vision, Mar Chrysostom was 
awarded India’s third highest civilian award Padma Bhushan by President Ram Nath Kovind in 2018. 
His life and example won him respect and love from all people in the society without the barriers of 
religion and caste.

Development and aims to transform India into a 
vibrant knowledge society and a global 
knowledge superpower by making both school 
and college education more holistic, flexible, 
multi disciplinary, suited to 21st century needs 
and aimed at bringing out the unique capabilities 
of  each learner.

and various expert bodies, and will be made 
available in all regional languages. The NCFTE 
202I will also factor in the requirements of  
teacher education curricula for vocational 
education. Teachers will be given more autonomy 
in choosing aspects of  pedagogy, so that they may 
teach in the manner they find most effective for 
the students in their classrooms. Teachers will 
also focus on socio-emotional learning-a critical 
aspect of  any student’s holistic development. 
Teachers will be recognised for novel approaches 
to teaching that improve learning outcomes in 
their classrooms.
In Conclusion, as Benjamin Disraeli had said,

comes!’ For us teachers, the time has come to seize 
the opportunity and become makers of  their own 
destiny.

the game. However, every now and then the fare will give you an 'Ace in the Hole', and if  you fall for that 
dealer's trap and bet your lift on it, the blade of  some punk's royal flush will slice your thick skin as if  it 
belongs to some dirty pig. It was a game... and I had my Ace..... and I lost the bet..... I lost the bet like a 
pig.....

It's been almost a hundred years since the government banned communications using human voice. 
In the beginning it was a choice, then it became mandatory. My grandfather had told me that they used to 
talk all the time, but I have never seen anybody talk, except for some anarchists. There is an urban legend 
that says there is a cult, who do not cut all the tongues at the time of  birth.

· Dry yeast (about 2¼ teaspoons: 7 grams)

· 5 tablespoons white sugar

· ½ teaspoon vanilla essence

· 1 egg

· 1 cup milk

· Oil for frying

· ½ teaspoon cinnamon powder and sugar 
mixture

Instructions:

· First of all take 4 tablespoon  lukewarm warm 
water and add 2¼ teaspoon dry yeast powder 
and 1 teaspoon sugar in it to activate yeast.

· In a separate bowl prepare the dough, first add 
3 cups all-purpose flour, 4 teaspoon sugar, a 
pinch of salt, one egg, one cup milk, ½ 
teaspoon vanilla essence and mix it all 
together.

· Now add the activated yeast mixture  in the 
flour mixture. 

· If your dough is sticky add more flour 1 to 2 
tablespoon, now knead it a soft dough.

· In the end add 2 tablespoon butter and knead 
it all together dough should be soft not hard 
and leave it for proofing for 1 hour.

· Now when the dough is rise take it out and 
knead it again dust little bit flour on the 
working board and make 8 equal balls.

· Now roll like a long rope and twist it. 

· Then again leave it for 10 minutes for 
proofing and cover with the cloth.

· Now in medium heat oil fry the donuts in 
medium heat 1 minute from each side make it 
golden brown colour.

· Sprinkle some sugar and cinnamon powder 
mixture  immediately on the hot donut.
